It is based on
PHS’s Tree Tenders project which, since 1993, has
trained over 1900 community volunteers from
150 Southeast Pennsylvania neighborhoods. The
course is being offered on weekday evenings at
three different locations each spring and fall, and is
designed for lay people and experts alike. Become
one of the Tree Tenders who are expanding (or
creating) and tending your part of the forest. The
course is free but registration is required.
